Barbeque Beef Brisket

1 boneless beef brisket (4 1b.)

1 large yellow onion, sliced

1 cup Kraft Original Barbecue Sauce
1 pkg. (16 oz.) coleslaw blend

1/2 cup Miracle whip Dressing

4 green onions, sliced

10 Kaiser Rolls split

Place meat in slow cooker, cutting into 2 pieces if
necessary to fit; top with yellow onions and barbe-
cue sauce.
